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The Black Parallel School Board Outrage with the Sacramento City Unified District Academic Performance
On September 4, 2008, the State Superintendent of Public Instruction Jack O'Connell released California's 2007-08 Accountability Progress Report, which includes results from the state accountability system -- the Academic Performance Index -- and the federal accountability system -- Adequate Yearly Progress and Program Improvement.  
The Parallel Black School Board (PBSB) is appalled at the Sacramento City Unified District’s poor performance in providing quality education for African Descended students. Although, there has been an increase in African Descended students’ Academic Performance Index by 17 points, however, African Descended students ranked near the bottom and only above students with disabilities. Lastly, the achievement gap between African Descended students and Caucasian students was narrowed by a small margin of only 2 index points. 
It is clear that the Sacramento City Unified District has failed to provide quality education for students of African Descent. The Parallel Black School Board demands that immediate action taken to reverse the trend.
