Parallel Board  Structure, and Responsibilities
Who is the Parallel Black School Board? The Parallel Black School Board itself will consist of African-descended persons who attend the parallel school board meetings. 
What is an Executive Council? An Executive Council is a 13  person body elected by the board to carry out the work of the parallel board, including monitoring learning environment indicators; liaison with school boards and districts; development and implementation of alternative initiatives; conducting comparisons; presentation, publication, and presentation of the annual report; development, maintenance, and dissemination of the catalogue of best practices.
Who can make a motion and decision at the meetings? All African-descended persons who attend the parallel school board meetings can make a motion and participate in the decision. 
After a decision is made who’s responsible for implementation of the board decisions? 

The Executive Council is responsible for carry out the work of the Parallel Board. However, the Executive Council and the Board can establish working committees to implement the decisions of the board.

Who can be apart of the Working Committee? Any persons of African-descended who attend the parallel school board meetings can be involve in a working committee.
