 “Operation Door Stop” will take place right after the Black Parallel School Board meeting which meets the first Saturday of every month at the Oak Park Methodist Church located at 3600 Broadway. 
The purpose of the community walk is to educate parents and guardians of African Descent about their right and their student’s rights, programs, and involvement in the education crisis that is occurring in the Sacramento schools for African American Students.
It is clear that the Sacramento Unified School District has failed to provide quality education for students of African descent. The Black Parallel school board is demanding the Sacramento School Board take immediate action to reverse the trend that was indicated in the district’s   Academic Performance Index (API) scores, which was released on September 4, 2008.                       African American student’s scores were ranked near the                                   bottom and only above students with disabilities.
