As per the SCUSD Board of Education’s policy designed to encourage members of the public to formally address School Board Members, this letter serves as a formal request to address the Board on June 18, 2009. We have identified four members representing both the NAACP and the Black Parallel School Board who are prepared to discuss issues which directly and immediately affect the academic achievement of the K-12 grade level, African ancestry student populations.

This request is targeted for the June 18th meeting specifically because of the immediacy of the decisions before the Board on specific personnel and Budget matters, and because of agreements reached in meetings during the past week that have delayed at least one significant Board personnel decision until the June 18th meeting.

Specifically, our purpose is to address the impact of recent Board decisions on in-place Board Policy with respect to:


(A) Closing the Achievement Gap, specifically with respect to African-descended students; 


(B) The adherence to district standards of evaluation and assessment in reassigning and demoting district personnel;


(C) The connections between placements of African descended personnel of proven competence and the performance 


of African descended students.

(D) The budget implications of recent Board decisions on reassignment and demotion of African descended personnel.

It is estimated that our presentation will require approximately thirty minutes. It would be helpful to receive a Letter of Confirmation relative to this request, so that we can prepare a presentation which will be succinct and considerate of your time.
